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HWhat kind of place is Ise-Shima area?

Ise=Shima National Park,the first national park designated
in 1946 after the war,is located in the Ise-Shima area. It
will be the park's 70th anniversary in 2016. Together with
Setonaikai National Park and Saikai National Park,this park
is a rare marine national park.

The Shimahanto Peninsula has a complicated coastline
called the Rias Coast. The Kuroshio(Kuroshio Current)flows
in Kumano-nada, which brings us a mild climate throughout
the year. On the seashore, there are plants such as crinum
(hamayu) and dianthus japonicus(hamanadeshiko).

The coastline forms complicated geographical features with
many capes and inlets. Over time, the land around the
coastline sunk and the sea water reached places which were
once rivers and valleys. On the other hand,sandy gravel
bed layers are widely distributed on the flat surfaces
of the area around Ago Bay Matoya Bay and Gokasho Bay.
They are called an abrasion

At that time she heard
the voice of Amaterasu saying, “Ise is a beautiful and
ideal land with delicious food gathered from the sea and
the mountains. | would like to dwell here.” Since then,
Amaterasu has been worshiped in [se.

In 2013,the Shikinen Sengu ceremony (rebuilding the
shrine ceremony), which is held once every 20 years,was
held there. The timbers of Jingu will be utilized again
and again. (For example,the main pillars of Geku will be
used to rebuild the Torii on the outside of Ujibashi
Bridge,and then relocated to the “lchi-no-Torii” at
Shichiri-no-Watashi remains, Kuwana-city)

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Il Ama, the traditional divers in Toba and Shima

In Toba—city and Shima—city,there is traditional
fishing and free diving performed by women
divers called Ama, Ama can dive more than 10m
in depth,and catch abalones(awabi) and turban
shells(sazae) with only simple tools made from
the rocks of seabed with their hands. They a
have made many regulations about the time or the size of
shells suitable for fishing and kept the tradition “not to take
too much,” and “not to take them all.”

B Puppet theater in Anori

The traditional puppet theater in Anori (Shima—city) has been
performed for more than 400 years. It has been designated as
one of the Important Intangible Folk Cultural Properties in 1980.
It is said that the puppet theater is related to Kuki Yoshitaka,a
landlord of Shima-no—Kuni(now Toba—city and Shima-city) who had
served Toyotomi Hideyoshi. Once he prayed to Anori Shrine for
the safety of voyages and good fortune in battle,and later he
visited the shrine again to give his thanks. At that time local
people welcomed him by dancing,and some say that it is an origin
of the puppet theater. These days, local school children are
taking over the puppet theater as successors
of traditional culture.

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M Glorious achievements by the people related

to our homeland

Kawamura Zuiken,born in Minamiise~town,contributed to the
development of marine transportation in the Edo period. He
developed easterly and westerly courses to ship rice and other
products from Tohoku region, The other great man,0zaki Yukio
(Gakudo) was a member of the House of Representatives from
Mie Prefecture and dedicated himself to improving electoral
systems and to realizing world peace. At the entrance of the
Parliamentary Museum in front of the National Diet Building, there
is a bronze statue of 0zaki,who was called “The Father of the
Japanese Constitution,”

Mikimoto Kokichi, the Pearl King

Kokichi was the first person who had succeeded in producing
a cultured hemispherical pearl in Ojima Island (now Mikimoto
Pear| Island) in 1893.

Born in Toba,Kokichi focused on the fascination of pearls
which were the specialty of Shima. He said, “My dream is to
decorate all women of the world beautifully with my pearls.” Over
time, through extensive efforts for this dream,cultured pearls
were acknowledged to have the same beauty as natural pearls
all over the world. It is said that when Kokichi met Edison,the
King of Inventors,Edison praised him and said,
“Diamonds and pearls couldn't be made at my
laboratory. It is one of the wonders of the world
that you invented a method to culture pearls,”
