 Longmen
 Grottoes,
 a
 UNESCO
World

Heritage
Site,
and
the
Shaolin
Temple,
 famous
as
the
birthplace
of

martial
 arts
 (kung
 fu).
 It
 is
 also
 a
major
 producer
 of
watermelons

and
 peanuts,
 and
 its
 local
 specialties,
 such
 as
 "huimian"
 (mutton

noodle
 soup)
 and
 Chinese
 fried
 dough,
 are
 part
 of

 wheat-based

food
culture
that
makes
 its
cuisine
especially
satisfying.
 If
